Mott Community College instituted a requirement of an 

online preparedness course before any student can take 

an online or hybrid course. This course provides students 

with the foundation necessary to be a successful online 

student.

The Problem 

Faculty were spending the first few weeks of each 

semester getting students up to speed on how to use a 

computer and how to navigate the collegeõs Learning 

Management System (in our case Blackboard) rather than 

being able to dedicate all of the time to the course 

content. 



The Problem Continues 

Students were complaining that they did not understand 

the technology and were using it as an excuse mechanism 

for not completing required course material. 

As a result, student success and completion rates were far 

less than desired.
